An exhibition honoring the occasion of the centennial anniversary of the unification of Saudi Arabia, “Legacy of the Middle East” details the profound evolutionary advances in human culture that originated in the ancient Middle East, including agriculture, domestication of animals and the founding of cities and city-states.  Furthermore, the exhibit examines the origins of such technologies as metalworking and glassmaking, the invention of the wheel and the creation of counting and writing.
Using photographs, drawings, maps, charts and replicas of artifacts, the “Legacy of the Middle East” provides a concise introduction to the modern kingdom of Saudi Arabia and the influence of early Arabic-Islamic scholars on world civilization. Panel titles and main texts are printed in both English and Arabic; captions and picture labels are in English.
